1. Uniforms

The organisers have received a number of enquiries regarding the interpretation of these rules.
As advised FIE Rules apply:

Clothing       m.25

The jacket, the plastron, and the fencing breeches must carry an F.I.E. label certifying that the material is resistant to 800 Newtons of force, as tested according to the procedures detailed in Appendix A to the Rules
Logos (national strips) worn on the national clothing must be approved by the FIE Executive Committee at least 30 days before they are used for the first time in an official FIE competition; they are then published on the FIE website.

Clarification by Directoire Technique

For these championships the Directoire Technique advises that:

1. Uniforms: 

Where a uniform is homologated and bears the mark of the FIE as required in the material rules, then that jacket is approved for the Championships. 

All homologated uniforms of all makers are accepted as equal and fencers within teams may wear uniforms of different makers.

This is stipulated in the rules at:

Rule m.25 3. Characteristics of the clothing

a) Fencers’ clothing must be made of sufficiently robust material and be clean and in good condition.

b) The material from which the equipment is made must not have a surface which is smooth enough to cause the pointe d’arrêt, the button or the opponent’s hit to glance off (cf. m.30).

c) Clothing must be made entirely in cloth able to resist a pressure of 800 Newtons. Very particular attention must be paid to the way the seams under the armpits, if there are any, are made. An under-garment consisting of a protective under-plastron covering the vital upper areas of the body (following the design given in Annexe A to these Rules, ‘Safety norms for manufacturers’) resistant to 800 Newtons is also obligatory.

d) Fencers’ clothing may be of different colours, apart from black.
Therefore all homologated uniforms are treated as equal.
2. LOGOS:
On a homologated and approved uniform must be placed: Name, National code, national logos.
Rule m.25 3

e) There shall be only one national uniform per country.

f) Logos (national strips) worn on the national clothing must be approved by the FIE Executive Committee at least 30 days before they are used for the first time in an official FIE competition; they are then published on the FIE website.

g) For the following events, the wearing of national strips (logos) is compulsory on both legs, optional on the arm(s). All the logos worn by any one fencer must be identical.

Rules for Competitions, 2006 23 Book 3. Material Rules

i) World Championships and World Junior and Cadet Championships: every bout, in the pools, in the direct elimination and in team matches;

They must be identical for all fencers of the same federation for the above competitions i) and iii).

h) The name of the fencer must be displayed on the back of the jacket, with the abbreviation of the national federation below it, at the level of the shoulder blades. They must be printed directly onto the jacket or onto a cloth carefully sewn onto the jacket. The letters must be in dark blue, in capitals, between 8 cm and 10 cm high, and between 1 cm and 1.5 cm wide, according to the length of the name.

3. Socks
CHAPTER 2. EQUIPMENT AND CLOTHING

GENERAL CONDITIONS

m.25. The national uniform includes the socks, the breeches, the jacket, and the conductive jacket at foil and sabre (cf. m.28, m.34).

5. Breeches

a) The breeches must be fastened below the knees.

b) With breeches, the fencer must wear socks which cover the legs right up to the breeches. These socks must be held up in such a way that they cannot fall down.

c) The fencer is permitted to wear socks with a turn-over showing

the colours of his national team 10 cm high.

Socks are therefore
1. Compulsory
2. Must cover the legs up to the breeches and not fall down
3. The fencer (individual) may (not compulsory) wear socks:
with a turn-over showing the colours of his national team 10 cm high.

3. Entries by Name (actual)

Entries must be received no later than 24 August 2007. 

You may pre-pay entries by direct credit. (Details on form.) link to entry forms
4. Invitations and Visa Assistance – Please note there may be delays in visa issue.
If you still require an invitation for visa assistance, please immediately contact Event Director and provide: Federation name and contact person + Full names, passport number, expiry date, date of birth, city of birth, city of residence, for all delegation members requiring visas.

Australian Immigration advises that you will be eligible to apply for a visa subclass 421 Sporting, or subclass 456 Business Short Stay. A 421 visa is usually free of charge but may take several weeks to issue. Apply early.

5. Libération de Responsabilité/Discharge of Responsibility

In accordance with the rules for wvfc07It is a requirement of entry that all participants sign a disclaimer accepting their own responsibility for participation. Delegations may pre record this to present at registration by using the attached form: Liberation/Discharge .doc

6. Medical Certificate

In terms of the Rules, competitors must provide a Medical Certificate, signed by a registered medical practitioner, clearing the participant to engage in vigorous physical activity. These certificates must be presented at registration. 

Suggested simple wording is:

  “I confirm that (athlete full names) is fit to participate in the World Veterans’ Championships in Sydney during September 2007" + Doctors details and signature.
7. Doping Control. TUE’s Therapeutic Use Exemptions

FIE rules do not require mandatory testing at the World Veterans’ Championships. Delegations are reminded that World Anti-Doping Code article 15.1 regarding International Events such as International Federation World Championships states that:

“If the international organization decides not to conduct any Testing at such an Event, the National Anti-Doping Organization for the country where the Event occurs may, in coordination with and with the approval of the international organization or WADA, initiate and conduct such Testing”

Accordingly it is possible that testing may take place.

All competitors must therefore refrain from using any over-the-counter drugs or nutritional supplements that may contain prohibited substances and risk causing them to test positive for doping.

Prescriptions

Delegations should ensure that all competitors hold, and bring with them, the prescriptions for medications containing any listed (prohibited) substances that they are taking for therapeutic purposes so that TUE applications can be processed if required.

8. Event Logo - Unveiled

Australian Fencing has released the event logo for wvfc07. A competition among Australian Fencers produced the outstanding design aligning fencing and the host city of Sydney.
